DON SHANNON TOPPED-OFF 25 YEARS OF RESEACH &
THREE GREAT BOOKS WITH HIS PRESENTATION!

Don Shannon documented the Indian-white encounters
along the trails in and near Idaho, during the 1850

and 1860’s. The books are a wonderful collection of
accurate history about tragedies that emigrants suf
fered. Thanks Don! People need to obtain his books!
James McGill then offered research facts related to
portion of Goodale’s Cutoff in Oregon, and many
photos and maps of the rediscovered trail remnants.
Lynn Porter presented information about deaths that
occurred along the trail, burial practices, todayth-

ods of identifying graves—including her work witkrh
human-remains detecting dogs—and the controversies
surrounding grave marking and vandalism.

Ezra Meeker introduced his friend, George Bushy wit
Ray Egan’s guidance, and once more the old trai pi
neer and early preservationist, Meeker, shared sdme
his life’s adventures. Mary Michaelson delved itite
history of the extended Goodell/Goodale families] a
detailed the life of Phoebe Goodell Judson andhber
band. Pat Packard spoke about and identified many o
the plants that were used along the trails, anddre
tities of various groups that used more than others

Jim Henderson presented many photos of the emigrant
inscriptions along the trail, and discussed thetmos
recent high-tech ways (polarized light and digital
enhancement) of making faded inscriptions show up
for their filming. Paul Nettleton, from a histonianch-
ing family in Owyhee County, recounted some of the
Joyce/Nettleton ranching history. He also identifie
some of the legends of the past which have handed-
down, verbal accounts but have little recorded stipp
and he brought together some of the related fddtseo
historic trails and mining in and near his ranct an
range land.

Dave Welch, during his presentation, closed ouesev
al great years of leadership as OCTA'’s Nationall3ra
Preservation Officer, and listed many of the susftegs
accomplishments in trail preservation that OCTA has
had a part in completing.

Checking the 1860 census on Ancestry.com | found a
William Thompson, age 14, which appeared to be near
the correct age for Col. William Thompson at that

time. His father was Samuel Thompson, age 50, mo-
ther was Margary, age 47, and he had two older bro-
thers, John, at age 21, and Samuel, age 18.Thésigen
information would be pertinent in comparing with
Donation Land Claim records of his father’s claim.

Chapter Il of Col. Thompson®Reminiscences.lis
titled: “Our First Winter in the Willamette Valley.
The first sentence is: “The winter of 1852-53 viali-
ever be memorable in the annals of pioneer days in
Oregon.” He continues, explaining about the priva-

tions they endured that first winter. In the fiseh-
tence of the third paragraph he again refers t® “th
terrible winter of 1852-53.” Col. Thompson clearly
believes that they arrived in the fall of 1852, whe
would have been six years old. He explains thay th
spent that first winter on the claim of a man named
John McKinney, two miles from the town of Jefferson
(just east of Albany, OR). That first spring hdgdiow
his father went looking for a claim. “Nine milesrnth
of Eugene City he purchased a ‘claim’ of 320 acres,
paying there for an Indian pony and $40 in cash. To
this place we moved early in May, ....” Again, this
location, “Nine miles north of Eugene....” is pertine
for comparing against their DLC location.

In the next paragraph he relates how after mowng t
their DLC, they had to return to Mr. McKinney’s p&a
and harvest the winter wheat they had sown. “Accor
dingly, my father, accompanied by my two older bro-
thers, the late Judge J.M. Thompson of Lane County,
and Senator S.C. Thompson, Jr., of Wasco, then boys
of 12 and 14 years, went back and cared for thie.¢ra
These would appear to be the two older brothers be
fore mentioned in the 1860 census, John (21) ant Sa
uel (18), who would have been about 14 and 12 in
spring of 1854 (if the first winter was actuallyS3®8

54).

Now to Samuel Thompson, father of William Thomp-
son on the 1860 census: there is only one Samuel
Thompson shown to have a Donation Land Claim. He
and his wife were issued DLC 1503 from the Roseburg
office, 330.34 acres at T16S, R3W, Sec. 6 & 7. That
location plots out on a Linn County (Metsker’s) nasp
being about 2/3 in Linn County, and 1/3 in Lane
County, about 1% miles west of the current I-5
freeway. Harrisburg, the nearest post office nated
the page they're on, on the 1860 census, is about 5
miles northwest of this claim. And this claim fuet
plots out almost exactly 9 miles north of the ceonfe
Eugene, OR (as Col. Thompson claimed in his story).
It is as follows:

1503 THOMPSON, Samuel G., Linn Co; b 1809, K,
Ore 23 Sept 1853; SC 11 Aug 1854; m Margary Eept
1834, Tenn. Rights to this ¢ were sold to Thsamn by
James H. Carter, Mar 1854. Aff: Iredon (O9i@r,
Henry Hays, Hiram Smith, John M. Thompson.

This tells us that Samuel would have been about 50
years of age at the 1860 census (depending on what
date his birthday fell). He was married to Margary
which again agrees with the 1860 census. And he
purchased the DLC from another emigrant, which is
what Col. William Thompson says (mentioned above).

But, the “kicker” in all this: Samuel Thompson’s DL



records declare that the Thompson family arrived in
Oregon on 23 Sept 1853

I hope the telling of another reference to thisihg of
Wilson at Farewell Bend has not been too boring.
There have been several other diaries that mentione
this incident, but Thompson's says: “Wilson became
involved in a quarrel with a young man in his enyplo
Suddenly both drew revolvers and began firing &hea
other. The duel ended by Wilson falling from higen

a dead man. The young man rode away and was seen
no more.” This makes us aware of the new informa-
tion that the murderer was employed by Wilson. i\nd
explains how he escaped punishment by hurrying
ahead (Fothergill's diary entry says: “They talk of
trying the culprit tonight.” But | could find no emtion
of that happening---and now we know why) WJW
